3. Donation Drive @ RGPS from Monday, 7 April to Wednesday, 16 April 2025

The RGPS P5 prefects have come together to initiate a donation drive for Lee Ah Mooi Old
Age Home and Thye Hua Kwan Nursing Home. Information about the following two
beneficiaries is included below followed by a list of items requested by them.

The Lee Ah Mooi Old Age Home was established in the mid-1960s by the late Madam Lee Ah
Mooi who opened the doors of her Kampong Chong Pang residence to retired Samsui women
and former Amahs who wanted a trained nurse to help care for them during their twilight years.
Their philosophy now is to cater to the sandwich class of elderly — those who do not qualify for
government-funded homes but also cannot afford the more expensive private homes with top
priorities on affordability and personalised eldercare. Their mission is to provide affordable,
professional and personalised eldercare services for the needy and sick in Singapore
regardless of race, language or religion.

The Thye Hua Kwan Nursing Home in Hougang serves 285 residents at the moment and at
least 114 of these are patients with dementia. The Nursing Home believes in providing quality
of life for aging Singaporeans. Thye Hua Kwan endeavours to assist anyone who needs help
in every way possible with full respect to their race, creed, language, culture and religion.

We hope that through this activity, pupils will be able to show empathy, gratitude for the food
they have been provided and graciousness towards others, especially those who are not as
healthy or privileged as they are. We also hope that this will help to highlight the plight of the
groups of society being helped by these two organisations. We also hope that our pupils can
become more aware of some of the issues our elderly and those with dementia may face.

2) | Please ensure that the video resolution is good and the student’s face can be seen
clearly. There should be good lighting so that the student’s face is well-lit in the video.
3) | Please ensure that the audio/music is clear and audible.

The environment should be quiet to minimise background noise.

4) | For students who are singing a song, please use a minus-1 music track (without
vocals).

5) | For attire, students will wear the RGPS school uniform (with pinafore).

Students who are performing dance items may wear their dance costumes.

Students who have special costumes related to the performance item (e.g. Frozen
princess costume when singing ‘Let it Go’) can wear it for their performance.
